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The aim of this course is to prepare you for work in an English speaking environment. 

Since this is the last semester of English, students will be expected to do a considerable amount of reading (texts, the press, etc.) and participate actively in class discussions.

Texts, discussions and videos will be the main methods used in this course.
This class has NO final exam.

Your final grade will consist of grades from the following activities:

1. Presentation of a video report

With your partner you must be prepared to present the vocabulary from the video as well as discussion questions.  The goal is to generate a discussion with your classmates.

2. Making a persuasive speech

With your partner, try to persuade the rest of your classmates to agree with your point of view on your chosen subject.

3. Completing a job file 

Find a job advertisement that interests you.  Write a cover letter which corresponds to this ad and include an updated CV.  This is due NOVEMBER 30. 
Please see documents in AREL for a refresher course on how to write your CV.  We will only have a brief overview in class.
4. Reading and presenting news articles.

You will need to find an article, read it and be able to summarize it for the class.  It should be on a subject that you find interesting. You must find an article each week.  You are excused from this assignment if you are presenting a video report or a persuasive speech.
Each activity will make up 25% of your grade.
