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present perfect and past: time words

To talk about finished actions, we can ust the present perfect or the
simple past. It often depends on the kind of time expression that is used.
We do not normally use the present perfect with expressions which refer
to afinished time, like yesterday, last week, three years ago, then, when.

We normally use the present perfect with expressions which refer to
‘any time up to now’, like ever, never, before, recently, often, already, yet.
Compare: '

I saw Kate yesterday. (NOT 1 have-seenKateyesterday:)
Have you seei Rob recently’

Vou were here last week, weren't you?

Vou've been here before, haven't yjou?

She studied Chinese when she was at university.

He's never studied any foreign languages.
