SEMESTER 2 ORAL ASSESSMENT :
Present a trip in a foreign city

The following task will provide your speaking mark for the second semester:
Imagine you are tour operators. Work in groups of 3 students. Each group must choose a city in a foreign country.  Plan a four-day trip in this city and present your trip to the rest of the class (your customers) in the form of a slideshow. Your presentation should last about 20 minutes, ie, 6-7 minutes per speaker.

Be sure to include the following information:

· Where your customers will spend each night

· Where your customers will eat

· How your customers will get around, the transport they will use

· The activities they will do, the places they will visit

· Practical advice for visitors to the city (eg, concerning cultural differences, climate, formalities, health…)

· A breakdown of the cost of the trip.*

*During your presentation you may like to present cheaper or more expensive alternatives, but this is not an obligation.
NB: It is important to make your presentation as personalized as possible. DO NOT SIMPLY READ OUT INFORMATION YOU HAVE FOUND ON THE INTERNET OR ELSEWHERE! You must make personal recommendations about the places you have chosen, including your own opinion. You want to sell your trip, so make it as attractive as possible!
Assessment
Students will be given an individual mark for their contribution to the presentation. Marks will be given according to the following criteria:

· Structure: It must be logical, clear, easy to follow.

· Content: It must be interesting. There must be evidence of research on your chosen destination. You must  include all the information required above.

· Language: You must use a wide range of vocabulary to describe places. You must make comparisons between them. You must use various structures to express advice, permission and obligation. You should speak fluently, clearly, with correct pronunciation.

· Delivery: You must look at the audience, rather than your notes. You must express enthusiasm for your subject! You should vary the speed and intonation. You should use your visual aids appropriately.

Please try to avoid making the following mistakes:
· Reading a written text aloud instead of just talking about the subject.
· Speaking too fast.
· Speaking monotonously.
· Putting too much text on your slides, then reading it aloud.
