Lufthansa pilots have fo speak German and English
fluently. We need to communicate with airtraffic
controilers around the world and with ground staff at
different airports. The technical manuals are written
in English and some of our training is inthe US, 50
without Engfish we couldn’t understand the teachers.

Pilots also have to assess weather conditions,
plan routes and have a good sense of orfentation.
