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Questions on the video :

1. What are the primaries?
The Republicans and the Democrats select a presidential candidate from their own party.

2. Who can vote during the primaries? It varies by states. 
Some states= every citizen
Other states= only registered voters of the respective party are entitled to vote for who should be the presidential candidate.

3. What is Super Tuesday? When a large number of states vote for their respective candidate.

4. What are delegates? Elected by citizens, they support a presidential candidate (the candidate who received more of half of the delegates wins the primary.

5. What is the National Convention? When delegates officially vote for their candidate (in Cleveland and Philadelphia last summer).

6. What will happen on November 8th? People will vote for their candidate but not directly; they elect electors who support a candidate.

7. What are the swing states? Texas has almost always a Republican majority while California has almost always a Democrat majority. For Florida and other states like Colorado, the outcome is less certain.

8. What will happen on December 18th? The electoral college officially vote 

9. What will happen at the beginning of January? Votes are counted by the Congress

10. What will happen on January 20th 2017? The inauguration
