To break into (a place) = force entry with the intention of stealing. Example: Someone broke into my flat and stole my passport. (Quelqu'un est entré dans mon appartement et a volé mon passeport).

to pull out = to leave (quitter). Example: I missed the train, it was pulling out when I got to the station. (J'ai raté le train, il partait quand je suis arrivé à la gare).
