SEMESTER 2 ORAL ASSESSMENT 
GROUP PRESENTATIONS

For your speaking mark for semester 2, you are required to make a presentation and lead a discussion related to one of the following theme countries of the semester: AUSTRALIA, NEW ZEALAND, SOUTH AFRICA.
Objectives
1. The aim of each group’s presentation is to 
a) make other members of the class aware of either a particular aspect of the country (eg: culture, geography, history, wildlife, cuisine…etc) or a topical issue in the country 
b) to express your personal opinions about the aspect or issue that you present.
2. Furthermore, in order to maximize class attentiveness and participation, each group must produce a handout for use during and after the presentation. 
The handout should include:

a) 4-5 comprehension questions about the presentation itself 
b) 4-5 questions or comments to discuss in class after the presentation.
The use of slides during the presentation is recommended, but these should enhance rather than replace the content of your talk. DO NOT SIMPLY READ FROM THE SLIDES!
Organization

Divide the class into 5 groups of 3 students and one group of 2 students. 
Each presentation should last 10-15 minutes, depending on the size of the group (5 mins per speaker). 
Following each presentation there will be a 10-15 minute class discussion based on the handout.
Assessment

Students will be given a mark for their individual performance in their group’s presentation and also for their role in leading in class discussion following their group’s presentation.

Individual performance in the presentation: 

· Content : Is your talk informative? Have you researched the subject well?

· Language : Do you use a wide range of vocabulary? Are your sentences structured clearly and accurately? Is your pronunciation clear?

· Delivery: Do you speak fluently, varying the pace and intonation? Do you look at your audience? Do you use visual aids effectively?

Leading class discussion:

· Do you react to what the participants say? Do you encourage them to develop their answers? Do you take the discussion further than the initial questions?
This work will provide your speaking mark for the semester. 

Also, please remember that your participation in discussion of the other groups’ presentations will contribute to your global oral participation mark for the semester.
