Cotton fields: Champs de coton  Exemple: The slaves worked in cotton fields 
Fist: Poing  Exemple: He raises his fist in the air in sign of victory. 
Sneaky: Sournois  Exemple: The fox is a sneaky animal. 
Truncheon: Matraque  Exemple: The policeman struck with his truncheon. 
Freed: Libéré  Exemple: The snow queen is freed, let it go. 
Despair: Désespoir  Exemple: The despair is when your headphones are tied up. 
Strength: Force  Exemple: Hulk has a great strength. 
Unfair: Injuste  Exemple: Racism is unfair. 
To wonder: Se demander  Exemple: I wonder how old he was. 
Charcoal: Charbon  Exemple: Dwarves mining coal. 
Until: Jusqu’à  Exemple: I go to sleep until tomorrow 
Poll: Vote/Sondage  Exemple: Blacks people can poll since 1965 in the United States.
