Conditionals
0 conditional ( the zero conditional)

When

Whenever     I go to England, I stay at the Ritz.

If

If + present simple, present simple.

Here we are talking about a typical routine activity.

1 Conditional (the first conditional)
If it rains tomorrow, I’ll take an umbrella.

If + present simple, WILL + verb

Here we are talking about the future and a perfectly possible situation.

2 Conditional (the second conditional)

a) If I won the lottery, I’d buy a Ferrari.

If + past simple, WOULD + verb

Here we are talking about the future, but an unlikely event.

b) If I were Japanese, I’d speak Japanese fluently.

If + past simple, WOULD + verb

Here we are talking about an untrue situation in the present.

3 Conditional (the third conditional)

If I’d known it was going to rain, I’d have taken an umbrella.

If + past perfect, WOULD HAVE + past participle

Here we are talking about the past only and an untrue situation.

Mixed conditional
If I hadn’t studied economics at University, I wouldn’t have this job now.

If + past perfect, WOULD + verb

Here we are talking about a past event and a present result.
