Topical presentations
During the course of the first semester you will be required to make a short presentation, in pairs, on a topical subject of your choice.
Organisation

Topics : Each pair’s presentation should deal with a current topic. Articles from the press, video sequences or TV programmes are all suitable sources of inspiration. 
Duration : Each pair’s presentation should last 15 minutes, and must have a clear structure.  Each student should speak for the same amount of time (6-7 minutes). Having presented the subject, the students should then lead a class discussion on it (+/- 10 minutes).
Delivery : Although students may refer to brief notes during the presentation, they should NOT simply read their presentation from the notes ! It is important to communicate with the audience and use EYE CONTACT. You may use visual aids such as PowerPoint if you wish.
Schedule : The presentations will take place during lessons 6, 7, 8 and 9. There will be one group of 3 students and three pairs.
Preparation

Students are responsible for forming their own pairs/group and deciding which topic they are going to work on. Each pair/group must produce a document indicating the following information :
· The names of the group members
· The main topic 
· The different parts of the presentation that will be covered by each speaker
· At least three discussion questions related to the topic.
This document must be given to your teacher by lesson 5 at the latest.
Assessment 

Your presentations will account for 25% of your continuous assessment mark for the semester Students will be awarded an individual mark, according to the following criteria :
· Content : Is the presentation interesting ? What do we learn from the presentation ?

· Language : Is the language used accurate ? Does the speaker use a wide grammatical and lexical range ? Does the presenter speak fluently ?
· Delivery : Does the speaker communicate well with the audience ? Does he use visual aids appropriately ? Does he lead the discussion effectively ?
